TEST NOW
AVAILABLE

The latest new test to be offered by
The Laboratory is a corrosion resistance
test appropriate for accessories such as
buckles, buttons, rivets and eyelets.

ISO 22775 includes two methods - one to
assess susceptibility to sulphide tarnishing
and the other to determine the resistance
of articles to prolonged contact with salt
water.

Fashion retailers have requested this test
as part of their overall quality control
procedures to ensure that the surface
appearance of components of accessories
will not deteriorate during wear.

In the test, the item is exposed to either
hydrogen sulphide or salt water under
controlled conditions. Any changes to the
surface are examined using both visual
and spectrophotometric measurement.
Changes may take the form of staining,
corrosion or alternation of colour.

High quality colour photographs are used
to record the changes, aid judgement and
complete the report to the customer.
This is the latest test in the rapidly
expanding portfolio of Quality Assurance
procedures for the fashion industry
offered by The Laboratory which includes
tests for tarnishing, plating thickness,
colour measurement and important safety
issues such as the release of toxic
elements, including lead, and allergens
such as nickel.

1910, but the
other was sterling silver,
assayed and marked at
Birmingham in 1893
with the sponsor’s mark
of Thomas Davis nr.,

The decline in the number of articles hallmarked
by the four UK Assay Offices accelerated in the
third quarter of the calendar year with a total
of 4.86 million articles hallmarked, a drop of
23% against last year. The total number of
